Who are the people in your life that have
taught you something about leadership?
My parents come to mind first. They
taught me how to tie my shoes, tell time
on an analog clock, how to drive, how to
write out a check, and many other practi-
cal things. Less tangible would be how
they taught me to be faithful in fulfilling
responsibilities by the way they cared for
our family. My father was about 50 years
old before he ever took a one week vaca-
tion from work. My mother worked out-
side the home in an era when most moth-
ers didn't do that — but only until 3:00pm
when she picked me up from school, and
we went home. The leadership exhibited
in our families is the first place we begin to
learn how to be leaders ourselves.

| sometimes watch people when I'm in-
volved with a new group. The loudest
person usually isn't the leader, and the
designated leader doesn’t always have
the most influence. The leader might be
a very quiet person, but the group looks
to that person when determinations are
made. A leader leads others; people don’t
follow someone they don't respect, at
least not with any kind of enthusiasm.

I'm not impressed by people who use their
authority to denigrate people under them.
Do we really get better performance from
someone who has been yelled at and hu-
miliated? | have known a person from a
school’s business office who screamed at
teachers for not filling out forms correctly.
| have seen bosses who treat employees
like children who need to be taken care
of. | have experienced people in charge
who made decisions simply to prove they
had the power to do so, often with ill-fated
consequences.

The best lessons about leadership have
come from people who have led me by
Leadership their example.
There are countless articles, definitions,
theories, books, and gurus around when
it comes to talking about leadership. You
can map your leadership style by taking
online tests. You can think, “If only | were
in charge for a day, things would be differ-
ent around here.”

| watched them and learned. | remember
a woman who was a mentor to me. She
believed in me and helped me believe in
myself. She enabled me to reach for my
potential, something | wasn't doing until |
met her.

ing more power than others. Jesus washed the feet of His dis-
ciples and told us to do the same for one another.

You call me Master and Lord, and you are right, that is what | am.

At the time of Jesus, washing feet after traveling would be done
either by oneself or by a servant. It really was a task that was
"beneath” Jesus. Jesus said, | am here among you as one who
serves (Luke 22:27).

| see leaders here at Pax Christi, people who come on time and
prepared when scheduled for a liturgical ministry, people who
volunteer for chores around the building, people who work in the
kitchen for funerals and Sunday night meals. These are people
who see that a task needs to be done and they do it. They “step up
to the plate” and get the job done. They respect the people they
encounter. They look you in the eyes, and they listen. They are
Companion Ministers, and catechists, and Hard Hat workers, and a
hundred other things. They serve this community by following the
example of Christ.

| don’t know if you understand how unique Pax Christi is among
parishes when it comes to lay people and leadership. We have the
potential for 82 people to take on leadership roles on our councils
every year. Many parishes struggle to find people to join a commit-
tee, or they have the same people who are on boards and commit-
tees for years because there is no one else willing to step up and
replace them. Council members here contribute to future plans
and current projects through their time, ideas, and talents. We ap-
preciate each and every person willing to come forward and serve.

This bulletin features our current council members with photos
from their September meeting. We all meet on the same night and
share prayer and dinner together. This “cross-council” time allows
us to get to know more people and to find out what is happening
in other ministry areas of the parish. Next, we go to our individual
meetings. Last year, when we were developing the new strategic
plan, we met together a few times in one large group along with all
the staff members to work on the strategic plan.
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Members of our community created several pieces in Pax Chris-
ti's permanent art collection. To celebrate our artistic gifts, the Art
Committee plans again to present the Pax Christi Parishioners’
Art Exhibition.

Artists interested in having their work considered for the exhibition
are encouraged to submit an application. All applications must
be received by Monday, November 14, to be included in the selec-
tion process. All fine art and fine craft media accepted, including
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Council members hold three year terms. Each year about 25 people
go off the councils, so each year we are looking for about 25 new
people to join the councils. It's not too early to think about whether
you could serve on a council in the future. Pax Christi needs you!

We will be asking for recommendations in late January, and we'll
have information nights in early March. Final decisions will take
place in May. New three year terms begin in July.

We like to say that council membership requires a mind shift: It's
not about one more volunteer commitment, another meeting, or
carving out one more piece of your precious time. It's intended to
fill your spirit, not drain it, as you use the gifts God has given you
in service to this community.

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Gracing Life Through the Change of Seasons

Fall officially arrived with the autumnal equinox on September 23 at 4:05am CDT. The chang-
es we experience in nature in the northern hemisphere have a way of reminding us of the
bounty of the earth and the bounty of our lives. Joyce Rupp, in Out of the Ordinary, reflects
on this season of change and its relationship to our lives:

A new season is moving in. We can sense its presence in the coolness of the breeze and the
quick gusts of wind that wrap themselves around browning lawns and fading forest leaves.
This time of transition belongs to more than just the earth. Inside of us there are also quiet
changes sending us their signals to let go.

Across the land truckloads of harvested fruits, vegetables, and grains make their way to mar-
ket. Sometimes it is only when produce is gathered or grain is caught into wagons that the
harvest is seen in its bounty. We, 100, are meant to count our blessings even when the reap-
ing at first looks sparse and lean. ...

We wake up to misty mornings full of dampness, covered by clouds that hang low, with fog
that tries to hide the road before us. We walk once more into the mystery part of life, recogniz-
ing that the inner journey also has its clouded, foggy pathways.

Color enriches autumn days with the last laughs of lovely marigolds and the visual flavors of
rusted oaks and yellowed maples. A blessing called beauty kisses the sadness in their dying
and makes of the ache a tender thing. When our own pain is great, we look for beauty and
know its soothing respite. ...

We are autumn people. We are always called to be in the process of growing and changing.
May our minds and hearts be open to the inner season which is a part of us. May we trust
you, God of the autumn, who calls us to grow. May we find hope as we enter willingly into

Learn More About Cabrini‘'s Justice Grant on October 5

From 6:45-8:00pom, Wednesdays in the
Lighthouse room, Pax Christi’s Justice
Grant recipients are being spotlighted in a
series of Pax CAFE programs. Cabrini Part-
nership of Minneapolis is the focus of the
October 5 program. All are invited to attend
and hear more about how the justice grant
is being used and how Cabrini is address-
ing important social-justice issues. There is
no charge, and no registration is needed.
Here’s a profile of Cabrini Partnership.

The Cabrini Partnership mission is to “Pro-
vide housing and services to homeless
adults with mental illness and chemical
dependency to strengthen their lives, fam-
ilies, and community.”

Last year, Cabrini Partnership provided
safe/secure housing and services to 223
individuals who were formerly living on
the streets or in emergency shelter.

This year, through a financial grant for half
of the damage deposit, the Pax Christi jus-
tice grant will support 25 people moving
from the streets and emergency shelter to
gain their own apartments. The other half
will be paid for by the individual resident
through the Cabrini Revolving Loan Fund.
This fund allows the resident to make
small monthly payments for the portion of
the deposit, which is a loan.

Between the loan and the grant, someone
who only has an income of about $150 a
month can have a safe, secure, and respect-
ful place of his/her own “to call home."”

The Pax Christi funding will help obtain
used furniture from Bridging, cover the
cost of moving household goods, and
assist with the purchase of other small
household items needed to create a home.

Cabrini House opened in 1985 with a Transi-
tional House for 22 people. Since that time,
Cabrini has helped thousands of people re-
store or gain self-respect and self-reliance,
to be reunified with their children and fam-
ily members, and to use their human po-
tential to live dignified and productive lives.

Cabrini Partnership is grateful to the pa-
rishioners of Pax Christi for joining with us
to end homelessness and to support indi-
viduals who are in a time of need.

"Pax Christi” is Latin for the “Peace of Christ.” What does it mean to have the peace of Christ?
We might think about peace as the lack of stress or conflict in our lives. The Hebrew word for
peace means completeness or soundness. Perhaps the peace of Christ makes us whole allowing
us to live in harmony with God, others, nature, and ourselves. Perhaps the peace of Christ comes
from knowing God, trusting in God's love, and accepting ourselves as we are. 2. Eucharistic Prayer

We offer peace to one another along with a “sign” of that peace. We shake hands, embrace, or
even kiss those we know and love, but we also offer peace to strangers and visitors. We want to
spread the peace of the Lord to all the world; we begin with those who surround us at worship.

RESPOND TO THE
INVITATION OF STEWARDSHIP

Then he said to his servants, ‘The feast is ready, but those who were
invited were not worthy to come. Many are invited, but few are chosen.
—Matthew 22: 8; 14

Thrown a party lately? If you were in charge of collecting the responses to your latest soiree,
you may have come to the conclusion that when it comes to the world of party responses, the
act of receiving a reply has drastically diminished. Hosts are now forced to send the invitation
with a self-addressed and stamped reply envelope, and then plan to follow up said invitation
with an email, a phone call, and sometimes a personal visit to get a response. The initials RSVP
stand for “répondez s'il vous plait” or “please reply,” preferably as soon as possible. So why
don’t people answer? Are they waiting for a better offer? Do they want to figure out if the
others who are invited are a cool enough group to be with? Or are people peppered with just
too many invitations and not enough calendar to fit them all in? So your invitation hits the to-
do-later pile and many times is promptly forgotten.

In this weekend'’s reading from Matthew, we learn of the personally engraved invitation that
Christ has sent each of us. How are you planning to respond to your invitation? Some may
choose to ignore the invitation as they may not believe in the gifts they have, others may not
be sure how to put their gifts to use, and there are some who just aren’t into sharing. You
have been invited to follow Christ as a true disciple. Accepting, growing, and sharing your
individual gifts of time, talent, and treasure how you can answer this invitation from God.
Around Pax Christi, your invitation can be answered by getting involved in a ministry or activity
that interests you. Try something for a year, and if you like it and want to continue, great; if
not, there are 109 other ministries and activities that you might find appealing, and that'’s just
at Pax Christi. In the greater community, the needs are many and varied. The most important
thing God is asking is that you respond. It doesn’t matter if it is for an hour once a month, only
once in a while, or what your particular situation is, just that you say “yes” to the time, talent,
and treasure you have been given. The next time you receive an invitation in the mail with an
RSVP request, remember the invitation to stewardship as a way of life that you have received.
Use that one RSVP to consider how you have responded to God's invitation. And then take the
time to answer both as soon as possible — you'll be glad you did.
